LFTENT MUSICAL ABILITIES OF THE BRAIN: FETAL AUDITION

Abstract. In this article, the author reveals the modern ideas of researchers about the
audibility of the fetus. Sound orientation is an integral part of human existence, however,
it does not begin with the first cry, but a little earlier. Knowledge about perception the
surrounding information by fetus makes statements about such a concept as intrauterine
intellectual development.

Keywords. Auditory information, perception, fetus, pregnancy.

Background. No one suspected the existence of fetal hearing until obstetricians began
their research on sensory stimulation in the area of hearing in the 1960s. It was necessary
to know that the maturation of the inner ear is completed at the 8th month of a woman's
pregnancy (D. Chelli, B. Chanoufi). We used to think that auditory abilities depend on the
cochlea.

The research focus. On the basis of previous studies of pregnant women and the fetus,
as well as the postnatal period, to identify the ability of the brain to perceive auditory
information.

The research methods and materials used. Thematic materials of foreign authors were
studied: D. Chelli, B. Chanoufi, S. Sheikhi, R. Das, K.M. Voegtline, B. Mariani, G. Nocoletti, G.
Barzon, M.C. Ortiz Barajas, M. Shukla, R. Guevara, S.S. Suweis, and J. Gervain. The analysis
of information and the collection of data based on the research of scientists was carried
out.

Results. There is an ability to remember ectopic acoustic environments with an amazing
capacity for discrimination. The last theory suggests that during sympathetic arousal:
increased pulse and respiration, the fetus will react in some way, for example, with increased
motor activity. Moreover, there may be memorization of auditory sensations, so repeated
cases of such symptoms of a woman, the motor response of the fetus will be reduced. During
a prolonged increase of noise intrauterine, the internal and external hair cells of the cochlea
can be damaged. External influence is characterized by the fact that a newborn person
prefers auditory information: fairy tales, musical compositions with which he was already
familiar before. The fetus appears to store information about prenatal experiences, which
may determine postnatal sound preferences. Newborns showed faster falling asleep when
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the mother sang the same lullabies as in utero. Infants who were included in classical music
both in utero and after birth had a calmer behavioral reaction. External sound exposure
changes the neuroplasticity of the brain. An electron microscopic research on rats found
that in the brains of rats exposed to 60 dB of classical music for 90 minutes twice a day in
utero, they led to morphological changes in the intercellular spaces compared to the control
group (S. Sheikhi).

Conclusions. It is worth recognizing the presence of fetal memory. A fetus exposed
to familiar environmental sounds is sensitive to external sound stimuli and is able to
recognize them in the postnatal period. However, it is impossible to assert the relationship
between this memory and an increase in cognitive functions in newborns. Still, there are
characteristic differences in the morphology of the brains of those who have been exposed
to music from those who have not. Summing up, I would like to say that fetal hearing is a
promising field for studying the abilities of the human brain. In utero, the interaction of
mother and fetus, sound stimuli has a positive effect on both.

Abstract. The relevance of the study is explained by the popularization of the demographic
policy of the state among young people in the context of the National Project «Demography».
We have hypothesized that the goals of the National Project have a negative impact on the
psychological state of young people receiving higher education, despite the fact that they
are really correct. We conducted a questionnaire, interviewing 116 students aged 18 — 24.
The results show that most respondents have heard about the National Project and support
the idea of starting a family, but due to the priorities for education, self-realization and
health, they postpone it for 5 — 10+ years. Due to the fact that now young people are not
ready to start a family, they may experience negative emotions due to the popularization
of the National Project «Demography».

THE CORRELATION BETWEEN OCCUPATIONAL STRESS AND PROFESSIONAL
BURNOUT AMONG KINDERGARTEN TEACHERS

Abstract. The purpose of the study is to identify the correlation between occupational
stress and professional burnout in kindergarten teachers. For this purpose, a sample of
18 female kindergarten teachers with work experience in the specialty from 2 to 40 years was
selected. Testing was conducted using psychological techniques aimed at assessing the level
of occupational stress and professional burnout, as well as job satisfaction, determining the
leading coping strategy and the general well-being of educators. The results demonstrate
low and extremely low levels of professional burnout among educators, which have a direct
relationship with the level of professional stress.
